Concerning to the hold function 
(See page 11.) 
This function prevents the unit from operating even if one of the 
buttons is pressed in error. 
To use the hold function, set the HOLD switch to the hold position 
(hold state). 
Before operation, be sure to release the hold state on either the 
main unit or the remote controller with which you operate.

IISelecting the reverse mode, blank skip 
function 

ON/~~ 
Both sides of the cassette are played continuously. 
Blank skip function works. 
(Blank skip) 
When a silent part of more than 13 seconds is detected during 
play, the tape will fast forward to play the opposite side. 
OFF/-:J 
For play of the forward and then the reverse side. 
Blank skip doesn't work. 

liTo change the side to play 
From the main unit, press ...... during playback. 
From the remote controller, press TAPE for more than 1 second. 

IIFast forward and rewind 
Press FF (fast forward) or REW (rewind) in the stop mode. 

IIFinding the beginning of the tune 
You can skip as many songs as the number of times (up to 9) the 
button is pressed. 
Press FF or REW during playback. 

IIScanning all tunes by their intro (Intro-scan) 
(from the remote controller only) 
Allows you to listen to the beginning portion (intro) of the songs for 
about 10 seconds each, in order. 
Press FF or REW for more than 1 second in the stop mode. 
To resume play, press TAPE. 

IIRepeating a song (One-repeat) 
(from the remote controller only) 
Press EQ during playback for more than 1 second. 
To release the one-repeat function, press EO for more than 
second once more. 



Radio Operation 
• Area bank function 
This unit is equipped with an area bank function, allowing you to 
easily listen to previously stored stations in any of the 41 regions 
and JR (those JR Shinkansen lines equipped with on-board FM 
broadcasts). 
Auto area bank function automatically selects the area number 
according the region where you are. 
1. Plug the stereo earphones and the remote controller. (They 

work as an antenna.) 
2. Press RADIO/BAND. 
3. Press MODE to display "AREA". 
4. Press AUTO for more than 1 second. 

• Auto memory function 
Broadcast frequencies are automatically stored in the memory. 
1. Plug the stereo earphones and the remote controller. (They 

work as an antenna.) 
2. Press RADIO/BAND. 
3. Press MODE to display "MEMO". 
4. Press AUTO for more than 1 second. 

Changing the display mode of the remote controller (AREA 
mode only) 
Press EQ for more than 1 second. 
Remote controller display shows the name of the station and the 
frequency alternately. 

• Listening to the radio 
(See pages 22-23.) 
VVhen selecting a broadcast frequency manually, dispiay neither 
"AREA" nor "MEMO" In step 2 of page 22. 
Auto tuning 
(except for "Area bank function", "Auto memory function") 
Press and hold + or - until the displayed frequency begins to 
change. The changing will automatically stop if a broadcast station 
frequency is located. 

Selecting the stereo/monaural of the FM 
Set the stereo mode selector (<[<1» to MONO or ST . 

.Selecting the area number manually 
1. Press RADIO/BAND. 
2. Press MODE to display "AREA". 
3. Press AUTO once. 
4. Press + or - to select the area number. 

.Additional presetting into the AREA mode 
You can add a frequency in the AREA mode's memory in each of 
the band. This is convenient for storing newly opened broadcast 
station. 
1. Press RADIO/BAND. 
2. Press MODE to display "AREA". 
3. Press RADIO/BAND to select the band . 
4. Press MEMORY for more than 1 second. 
5, Press + or- to select the broadcast frequency. 
6. Press MEMORY. The frequency is stored as the memory 

number A. 

.Presetting the station manually 
1. Press RADIO/BAND. 
2. Press MODE to display "MEMO". 
3. Press RADIO/BAND to select the band. 
4. Press MEMORY for more than 1 second. 
5. Press + or - to select the broadcast frequency. 
6. Press MEMORY. 
7. Press + or - to select the memory number to store the 

frequency. 
8. Press MEMORY . 

.Erasing the unnecessary channel from the 
memory 

1. Press RADIO/BAND. 
2. Press MODE to display "AREA" or "MEMO". 
3. Press + or - to select the memory number to remove. 
4. Press MEMORY for more than 1 second. 
5. Press both + and - to display " ___ . _". 
6. Press MEMORY. (E) 



.When using overseas 
VVhen using abroad, select the allocatjon settings according the 
area, 
1. Press RADIO/BAND, 
2, Press MODE for more than 5 seconds, 
3, Press + or - to select the allocation setting, 

.J for Japan 
-E, AM 99kHz step, for Europe, etc. 
-U, AM 1010kHz step, for U.S.A, etc. 

4. Press MEMORY for more than 5 seconds. 

Recording 

_Recording from the stereo microphones 
(See pages 30-31.) 

_Recording from the radio 
1, Receive the desired broadcast station. 

(See the steps 1-5 of pages 22-23.) 
2. Open the cassette compartment and insert the cassette. 
3. Set the reverse mode selector (@) to desired setting. 
~ : For recording on the forward and then the rewind side. 
-:::. : For recording on only one side. 

4. Press TAPE while preSSing REC/REG PAUSE. 
To stop the recording, press OFF of the main unit or TAPE of the 
remote controller. 
To turn off the radio, press OFF of the main unit or RADIO/BAND 
of the remote controller. 

Beat proof function 
When an AM broadcast is recorded, the beat proof selector (@) 
can be used to reduce unwanted "beat" signals (whistle) which are 
sometimes present. 
Set the selector to whichever position best reduces these "beat" 
signals. 

.To temporarily stop the recording 
From the main unit, press REC/REG PAUSE during recording. 
From the remote controller, press REC/REC PAUSE for more than 
1 second. 
To resume the recording, do the same as above. 

.Monitoring 
The sound being recorded can be monitored through the stereo 
earphones. 
The volume adjustment can be done using the volume control. 

Changing the Tone 
(from the remote controller only) 
Press EQ during playback or radio reception, 
NOR : Normal sound. 
S-XBS : This will boost the low frequency range. 
TRAIN: This will lessen the leaking noisy high sound disturbing the 

people around you in the train.
